The introductory clinic will last 
approximately one hour followed by a 
live fire exercise at the rifle range 
beginning at 10:00 - 10:30 AM.  
Participants should bring their own 
rifles and 60 rounds of ammunition.  
The rifles can be either center fire or 
rim fire.  The live fire exercise will 
follow the NRA's 50 round National 
Match Course of fire.  Each 
participant must have adequate eye 
and hearing protection.  Additional 
items, such as shooting mats and 
spotting scopes, will be provided if 
the clinic participant does not have 
their own accessories.  
 
Clinic participants will be paired with 
experienced shooters during the live 
fire exercise.  Those that complete the 
clinic will be eligible for Civilian 
Marksmanship Program (CMP) 
qualification and the purchase of 
rifles, ammunition and accessories 
offered by CMP.  Participants will be 
well on their way to participation in 
future center fire events on a regular 
basis.  
Prior experience is not necessary.  

Open to all Chapter members and 
their family.  Juniors should be 16 or 
older and accompanied by a parent or 
guardian.
