Amid rainstorms 24 hours preceding the 3™ annual Veterans Appreciation Day, and the threat of rain

By the time the event
unfolded on May 10", the skies had cleared
enough to offer a scintillating day of displays,
activities and the ever-popular food and

refreshments. Veterans and their families
were treated to a memorable day dedicated
to their service and sacrifice to a grateful
Nation. Veterans Appreciation Day was first
held at the Chapter on November 4, 2006. The
second event was held May 12, 2007.

Attendance was sparse that first year with 12

veterans and active duty service personnel. The second year saw a substantial increase in participation to 76
grateful participants.

This year’s event organizers and volunteers, with 2
years experience under their belts, maintained a
single-minded focus of getting the word out to the
veterans and active duty service personnel during

. the months leading up to the event. The VFW and
American Legion Posts throughout the tri-State
area were informed of the event and supported
participation by continuous notification to their
members. As a result, and to the delight of all
involved, the event drew more participants than
initially expected.

The official count of veterans, active duty service personnel and family members attending the day’s activities

was 278. In addition, the event was privileged to
host U.S. Marine Cadets on their way to basic training
upon high school graduation and ROTC members
from Seneca Valley H.S. The day’s events was hosted by
the IWLA-WAC and community volunteers
and supported by local Boy Scout Troop 738. The Boy
Scouts tirelessly handled the shuttle service from the
parking lots to the range areas throughout the day
without a hitch.

As in previous years, participants were given the

opportunity to shoot military rifles and
World War II through the present day. The veterans were
also treated to static displays of military _ vehicles,
uniforms and multi-national weaponry | spanning the
- 20™ Century. On display in particular that was of great
~interest to the event participants was the special marksmanship
| rifles provided by the NRA. It included rifles specially

Of special interest to the veterans and volunteers alike, were
. the many full auto (display only) firearms representing the
many Nations embroiled in the First and Second World Wars.
Firearms available to the participants for supervised use on the
rifle and pistol ranges, thanks to the many volunteers, ranged
from the M 1919 Browning Machine Gun (semi-auto only) to
current issue AR-15 and AK-47 rifles. The crowds were also
treated to demonstrations and live fire participation in the
Ora Shaver - WW II Navy Nurse in the Pacific Theater, 1943 - 45 thrilling sport of Cowboy Action Shooting.
In addition to the firearms on display and in use
on the ranges, the participants, children all, were treated to several current USMC hght armor vehicles (LAV-
25) complete with 25 MM chain guns. Along with many
positive comments and emails received from veterans, the
day was also covered in the May 11" issue of the Frederick
News Post.

Given the uniformly positive reaction from the veterans,
supporters, volunteers and press coverage, next year’s edition
is expected to be even larger and better attended. So as we
bask in the glow of many happy faces, both young and old,
let’s take a collective sigh, enjoy the moment and gear up for
a thrilling 4th annual veteran’s appreciation day in May,
20009.

Shotgun Patterning Board is provided for that purpose only. No other targets are allowed. Violation may
cause loss of range privileges.

Rifle Range Target Placement is permitted at the 50, 75, & 100 yard berms. This is perfect for all center-fire
and some rim-fire rifles. If you want to shoot at 25 yard targets with rim-fire ammo then use the covered pistol
range, where all currently available rim-fire caliber rifles may be used.

Rifle and Pistol Range Rules: The rules governing Rifle and Pistol Range safety, conduct, permissible
firearms, and violation policy are posted at the covered pistol range, the covered rifle range, the notice board
between the pistol ranges, the notice board at the path leading to the covered rifle range, on the chapter WEB
site (damascusiwla.org) and in MS Word format from me via email, when requested. Sometimes questions
come up. Though our bylaws indicate that you can call any Board of Directors member about these rules, you
will be better served to start with the folks closest to them, i.e., range orientation instructors or the committee
chairman.
