and added a thick coat of mulch for moisture retention and further weed control. We saved a clump of iris, tw
sedums, and some purgdlewered sageype phnt and Debbi filled a corner with Stella D'Oro daysifrom

her garden. The other plants are also drought and neglect tolerant so will add a lot of color without a lot of
work.
